Some people say that aliens or UFOs cause the
disappearances. Others believe there is an underwater city like Atlantis, which pulls ships underwater.
These ideas are exciting, but there is no scientific proof to support them. Another idea is that large
bubbles of gas, such as methane, rise from the ocean floor and cause ships to sink. These bubbles can
reduce the water’s density, making it hard for a ship to float. While this theory is based on real science,
it has not been clearly linked to the events in the Bermuda Triangle. Still, it shows how nature might
play a bigger role than we think.

Scientists have studied the area for many years. Some of them say that the number of accidents
